ACTIVITIES DURING THIS REPORTING PERIOD

Technical Projects

Beginning with a focused workshop in the winter of 2003, the ITE SF Bay Area Section created a
“School Safety Task Force" which developed a list of almost 100 educational, encouragement,
enforcement, operational and engineering tools to encourage children to walk and bicycle to
school. The toolkit will work with the “Safe Routes to School” program to foster a friendlier
environment for school commuting. The draft school safety guidebook was completed in 2004
and submitted for review to a panel of 30 Bay Area practitioners. The final guidebook is
scheduled for completion in June 2005.

Legislative Activities

Section leaders kept track of critical legislative changes affecting our transportation society.
Members and officers accumulated legislative updates that were distributed to members via the
monthly e-mail newsletter.

Student Activities

2004 Student Paper Contest. The Student Outreach Chair took the lead in organizing the
Technical Paper Contest. Several students (4 from SJISU and 3 from UC Berkeley) from local
universities competed by submitting a brief paper on the topic “Priorities of Bay Area Regional
Measure 2.” (Measure 2 was a one-dollar bridge toll increase to fund transportation
improvements, passed by voters in the spring of 2004). At the April 2004 meeting, the Section
President presented certificates and checks to the student award winners. The first place overall
winner read his paper aloud and answered questions as the featured speaker at that meeting. In
addition, the winning paper was posted on the Section’s web site.

Students in Transportation Engineering and Planning (STEP) Mentorship Program.
The Section unveiled a new mentorship program at its monthly luncheon meeting on April 22,
2004. The Student Outreach Chair introduced the program with a 15-minute PowerPoint
presentation on the program’s benefits, expectations, and planned activities. The inaugural year
coincided with the 2004-2005 academic year. The innovative mentoring program took ideas from
ITE, ASCE, and other organizations and tailored them to fit the needs of local student chapters
and ITE members. Mentors were matched up with student mentees over the summer, and the
program was launched at a kick-off event in September 2004. A review of the first year of the
program will be presented to the Section Membership at the ITE lunch in April 2005.

The STEP Mentor Program currently consists of 10 students (8 from SJSU and 2 from UC
Berkeley) and 10 Mentors (7 from the public sector and 3 from the private sector). We matched
the maximum number of students and placed the remaining mentors on a waiting list. Since the
beginning of the year, more applications have come in and are on the waiting list for next year’s
program. On this list we currently have 11 students (6 from SJISU and 5 from UC Berkeley) and
17 mentors (10 from the public sector and 7 from the private sector). Everyone on the waiting list
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will be contacted and given first preference to participate in the second year of the STEP program
beginning in May 2005.

Student Membership Recruitment 2004-2005. The Student Outreach Committee made
great strides in registering many undergraduate student members and organizing them at the
University of California at Berkeley and at San Jose State University. As part of this effort, the
Section offered a panel discussion with sandwiches and drinks for students at UC Berkeley on
October 29, 2004. The panel consisted of three ITE members employed by three different sectors:
city government, state government, and a consulting firm. The presentation was met with great
enthusiasm and generated a high level of interest, with approximately 25 students in attendance.
On February 3, 2005, a member of the Student Outreach Committee gave a presentation on
Traffic Engineering and made ITE membership materials available to a group of about 80
students at a meeting of the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE) at UC Berkeley.

Every year the Section’s South Bay Chapter (otherwise known as the South Bay Transportation
Officials Association, or SBTOA) hosts a joint meeting and lunch with the San Jose State
University (SJSU) ITE Student Chapter. The ITE SF Bay Area Section and the South Bay
Chapter are planning to continue working toward establishing active chapters at Santa Clara State
University and San Francisco State University.

Student Participation at 2004 Annual Meeting — ITE District 6. The SF Bay Area Section
sponsored students to participate at the 2004 ITE Annual Meeting June 20-23, 2004, in
Sacramento, California. The Section sponsored four students to participate in the meeting and
contributed $2,027.72 toward their travel and hotel reimbursement. All participating students
were encouraged to participate in the leadership, social, traffic bowl and other events organized
by District 6 during the conference. In addition, the Section won a $100 prize for its participation
in the Traffic Bowl.

Other Activities

Charity Golf Tournament. To raise money for student scholarships and charity organizations,
the SF Bay Area Section will be holding a Golf Tournament on June 10, 2005, at Monarch Bay
Golf Course in San Leandro, California.

Improved Website. Our website has gone through continuous upgrade and now is available at
an easy-to-remember web address: www.sfbayite.org. Section members rely on the web site for
up-to-date meeting information, free local job postings, recent ITE news and announcements,
minutes and presentation media from past meetings, contact information for Board Members, and
links to helpful resources. The web site also maintains a page for the upcoming meetings of the
Section’s South Bay Chapter (the SBTOA).

Newsletter Paper and Cost Reduction Effort. In an effort to reduce the cost of printing and
postage, the SF Bay Area Section is relying primarily on its up-to-date web site and monthly e-
mail announcement to keep members informed of Section activities. Members not reachable via
e-mail now receive a mail-out twice a year that informs them of the tentative dates, locations, and
topics of upcoming meetings, as well as officer contact information for more details.

Newsletter. With the monthly meeting announcement, the SF Bay Area Section also distributes
an e-mail newsletter that provides relevant information to its members, including legislative
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updates and other ITE news. During the reporting period, a total of nine e-mail newsletters were
distributed.

Joint Meetings. The SF Bay Area Section provides its members with a connection to other
professional development organizations in the region through jointly sponsored meetings. ITE
teamed up with the Women’s Transportation Seminar (WTS) for a reception honoring State
Assemblywoman Jenny Oropeza in August 2004 and for a local luncheon in March 2005. The
joint meeting with the South Bay Chapter (the SBTOA), held last year in May 2004, has become
an annual tradition. Section officers are planning additional joint meetings with the SBTOA and
the East Bay Traffic Engineers (EBTE) to take place in May and June of 2005. The South Bay
Chapter also organizes an annual picnic with the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE)
and the American Public Works Association (APWA).

Membership Database Maintenance Tool. The Secretary of the SF Bay Area Chapter worked
closely with the membership department of ITE Headquarters to develop a specific format for
efficiently transferring the membership database from HQ to our section. This enabled the
development of a VB based tool to maintain and upgrade the membership database on a regular
basis.

MEETINGS

The Section puts together a series of nine meetings per year, each focusing on a different timely
topic in transportation. The meeting announcements for each program are attached, and a
summary of meeting dates and topics are provided below.

The Section’s monthly meetings provide time for networking and socializing, enjoying a good
meal with colleagues, and exchanging ideas. The invited guest presenters for these meetings are
typically experts or recognized leaders in the topic of interest and provide a valuable service by
sharing their knowledge and expertise with our membership. During the 2004-2005 year, the
Section generated even more enthusiasm at meetings by hosting a quiz related to the meeting
topic and complimentary raffle with prizes such as free BART tickets, a US Coast Guard Cap,
tickets to a Warriors basketball game, a Carquinez Bridge coffee-table book, and a digital-camera
carrying case. The Section encourages student attendance at meetings by offering a discounted
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lunch cost for students. During the 2004-2005 year, the Section began making a photographic
record of meetings for posting on the Section’s web site.

In addition to luncheon meetings, the SF Bay Area Section organized a number of technical tours
during this reporting period. These included walking tours of the new Transit Oriented
Development near the Fruitvale BART station, a ferry tour of the Port of Oakland and the new
Bay Bridge construction, and a guided tour of the region’s Transportation Management Center
(TMC). The tours were well attended and generated substantial interest among members and
students.

The South Bay Chapter provides a similar service by organizing monthly meetings readily

accessible to the approximately 100 members in the South Bay. A listing of the South Bay
Chapter meeting dates, topics, and attendance is included in the appendix.
