The award aims to recognize projects (or phases within very large projects) with a completion
date between September 1, 2007 and August 31, 2008, and taking place within the geographic
area covered by the following counties: Alameda, Contra Costa, Del Norte, Humboldt, Marin,
Mendocino, Monterey, Napa, San Benito, San Francisco, San Mateo, Santa Clara, Solano,
Sonoma and Sonora.

Awards Recognition:
Selected winners will be recognized with a commemorative plague at the SF Bay Area Section
ITE meeting in January 2009 and will be featured on the Section website at www.sfbayite.org
