SAN FRANCISCO BAY AREA SECTION

ARTICLE 1 - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.81 - Any Institute membér of any grade who resides within the area
é%f{nﬁmor the Section shall be eligible for membership in the Section, and shall
become a member of the Section upon filing an appropriate application with the
Secretary/Treasurer of the Section and upon payment of appropriate Seetion fees
and dues. In addition, any Institute member of any grade who resideg outside the
area designated for the San Francisco Bay Area Section may join the San Francisco
Bey Area Section if:
1. The 8ection desigmated for the area in which the member resides
submits in writing & waiver of objection, or said member lives in a
location which has not been included in any Section.

2. A majority vote of the San Franciseo Bay Area Seetion Executive Board
approves the application.

Section 1.02 - Any Institute member of any grade whe belongs to the Section shall
be called a "Section Member”.

- Persons residing within the area designated for the Section are
ehg’ 1b£e fer affiliation with the Section as Section Affiliates if they:-

1 Are not eligible to be members of the Institute but are accumulating
experience toward Institute membership, or

" 2. Are in sub~professional work in transportation or traffie engineering, or

3.  Are students in a post-secondary academie program w?rbo do not qualify
for Student membership in the Institute, or

4.  Are professionally engaged in related fields, or

5. Are in a position to work with and assist transportation and traffic
engineers by virtue of afficial positiors or commercial employment.
